PROSPECT PARK stalked
outside a rival then inched forward three deep midway on the backstretch, tracked the leader alongside the winner into and on the second turn,
came three wide into the stretch, gained a slim advantage nearing midstretch, fought back outside the winner through a stiff drive but could not
quite match that one late. OM broke in a bit, dueled outside the winner then inched clear off the rail early on the backstretch, angled in and set the
pace inside, continued along the rail on the second turn and into the stretch, came out in midstretch and held third. CYRUS ALEXANDER broke in
slightly and was bumped and steadied at the start, stalked inside then a bit off the rail, went up between horses midway on the backstretch,
continued just off the inside into and on the second turn and into the stretch and lacked the needed late kick.
