MONOMOY GIRL opened clear to dictate terms into the first turn, controlled the tempo in hand, was shaken up a bit entering the stretch, and
drew off under a hand ride to score in stylish fashion. ESKIMO KISSES was unhurried into stride, lagged at the tail of the field, came under a ride
with three furlongs to run, moved up four wide through the second turn and into the stretch, failed to menace the winner but was clearly the best of
the rest. PATRONA MARGARITA was forwardly placed along the inside, shifted out to make a mild bid leaving the second turn, but flattened in
the drive and settled for the show. ANDINA DEL SUR settled in hand, ranged into striking distance four wide on the second turn, but faltered
between rivals and faded. IPANEMA BEACH was bumped at the start, steadied between foes into the first turn, leveled into stride on the
backstretch, but lacked a response when called upon. C. S. INCHARGE contended between horses to the stretch and tired. TYFOSHA
bumped with IPANEMA BEACH at the start, was within reach four wide, was collared between rivals on the second turn, stopped and was
distanced through the stretch.
