drive to the finish. PEPPER ROANI was bumped and bothered entering the first turn, settled back early, fanned into the five path in the far turn,
made a bid in the stretch but was no match for the winner while second best. MILWAUKEE MIST was bumped at the start, chased the pace early,
shifted into the four path in the far turn and moved up in the stretch run. MIDNIGHT TRACE stalked the pace early, shifted into the three path in the
far turn and was empty late in the stretch drive. FIRESPIKE broke in at the start and was bumped, fanned into the five path in the far turn and
improved position in the stretch. TASK FORCE GLORY was bumped and bothered entering the first turn, shifted into the four path in the far turn
and lacked a rally in the stretch. CANDY CHARGER was bumped at the start, tracked the pace early, angled off the rail into the far turn and faded
late. MINI COSMO was rank to place early along. EKATI TOLD ME was never a factor. THE GREAT WAR pressed the pace early, shifted into the
three path in the far turn and was tired along the stretch, bled.
