KITTEN'S DUMPLINGS went three wide on the first turn, was reserved near the back while on the far outside, advanced four wide on the far

turn, rallied to the lead in upper stretch, edged clear outside the furlong marker, led into the final sixteenth under a right-handed whip, switched to
a left-handed whip late and just held. STREET OF GOLD raced near the rail on the first turn, settled at the back, went three wide on the far turn,
swung five wide into the stretch, came under the whip while on the outside, rallied in the final furlong and closed well to just miss. MASQUERADE
set the pace on the inside, was asked near the five-sixteenths, lost the advantage under a drive in upper stretch and weakened while able to get
the show. ZUBI ZUBI ZU raced inside on the first turn, was well placed just off the pace, drafted near the inside on the far turn, was asked at the
quarter-pole, came under urging while behind rivals, continued behind horses under urging into the final furlong, lacked room while closer to the
duo in front of her at the sixteenth-pole and lacked the needed kick. HAUNTED HEROINE went three wide on the first turn, was forwardly placed
on the outside, chased three wide on the far turn and tired. ZLOTY went three wide on the first turn, settled on the outside, moved in to save ground
on the far turn, shifted out in upper stretch and failed to rally. EDEN PRAIRIE went three then two wide on the first turn, stalked the pace on the
outside, drew even with the leader near the half-mile pole, vied in the two path on the far turn, came under a drive in upper stretch and weakened.
ZETA ZODY raced inside on the first turn, was reserved towards the rear, lugged out a bit leaving the backstretch, went around the far turn in the
two path, shifted four wide into the stretch, angled out under a drive and failed to threaten. FCCOUNTRYDAY dropped to the rail early on the first
turn, settled near the middle of the field, dropped back leaving the backstretch, saved ground on the far turn and was no factor. HOT TEMPO went
two to three wide on the first turn, settled off the pace, was urged along while three then two wide on the far turn and failed to respond. (Rail at 22
Feet)
