YORKIEPOO PRINCESS settled just off the inside just off the pace through the opening bend, remained patiently handled in hand, came
under coaxing five-sixteenths from home, angled four to five wide into upper stretch, rallied to take over nearing the eighth pole, edged away
under a drive kept busy to the finish. FULL HOUSE three wide through the first turn, chased three then two wide, advanced to issue a challenge
nearing the quarter pole, swung just off the inside for home, took brief command three-sixteenths out before being displaced by the
aforementioned foe, chased the winner home clear of the rest and second best. TIZ RAE ANNA bobbled at the break, established the front and
showed the way in hand along the inside until put to urging under challenge with five-sixteenths to run, cut the corner into upper stretch under
threat, got headed three-sixteenths out and weakened in the late stages while along for the show honors. NO SWEAT three wide through the first
turn, chased three then two wide from near the rear, came under coaxing three furlongs out, improved position for the last major share by mostly
tired foes. HEAVENLY SCORE forwardly placed two to three wide, came under coaxing at the three-eighths, weakened in the stretch.
THIRSTFORTHECUP saved ground in mid pack, came under coaxing three furlongs out, passed tired foes in the stretch. BANTY'S GIRL three
wide through the first turn, chased just off the pace three wide, came under coaxing three furlongs from home and tired. TIZ RUDE forwardly
placed just off the inside, faded through the running down the backstretch, came under coaxing into the far turn and tired. BRIDE STREET four
wide around the opening bend, chased three to four wide from near the rear, came under a ride at the three-eighths and tired. SPANISH
HARLEM saved ground near the rear, got pushed along midway on the far turn and made no impact.
