HOT SUMMER away in good order, was mildly hand urged to secure the pocket, rated kindly under a firm hold thereafter, continued to bide
time, patiently tracking the front runners, was given some rein leaving the five-sixteenths pole, in preparation for the stretch drive, turned for
home, with sufficient racing clearance along the rail awaiting her, was set down and shot through, scurrying past rivals to take charge, nearing
the furlong grounds, then drew clear the last eighth under encouragement. HER SMILE settled into midpack soon after the start, raced well off
the inside during the run around the bend, was forced to swing four wide into upper stretch, took off in earnest after being straightened away
and finished with good courage to procure the place. AVA K. bobbled after bumping lightly with VIXEN'S ROAD at the start, advanced into a
forward position, contently stalked the leader three wide under a good hold, moved up to issue a challenge for the lead leaving the
five-sixteenths pole, finished willingly enough to grab the show. R HOLIDAY MOOD established control soon after the start, was rated, cutting
the fractions slightly off the inside, under the watchful eye of MYSTERIOUS CHIMES, came under intense pressure from several rivals turning
for home, came out just enough to leave the inside unattended, tried to dig in, wasn't up to the task, yielding readily, and weakened steadily
during the final furlong. MYSTERIOUS CHIMES acted up behind the gate, requiring several assistant starters to drag her into her stall,
stumbled badly as the field was sent off and running, took up chase to prompt the leader near the two path, needed more and more urging from
the midway on the turn to try to keep pace, gave way after turning for home. VIXEN'S ROAR was bumped lightly at the start, raced along the
outside, failed to fire once called upon entering the stretch. ROYAL SIGHTING four wide departing the backstretch, failed to reach a
contending position.
