HERE COMES BEN was unhurried during the initial stages while racing along the outside, was asked to pick up the pace departing the half
mile pole, after being put to hand encouragement, swung from the two path into the lane, having now been fully set down, gained rapidly on the
front runners between the quarter pole and the eighth pole, tipped out to the three path nearing the sixteenth pole, now positioned just behind
the leader, continued on relentlessly to wrest command by deep stretch and prove best.
