Bay Gelding, (May), by Indian Charlie - Ender's Sister by A.P. Indy. Trainer Arnaud Delacour. Bred by Green Lantern Stables, LLC (KY ).

A. P. INDIAN came away sharply from the starting gate and remained a forward factor, attended CHIEF LION, primarily in the two path,
shifted into the third one after the pacesetter got out slightly midway on the turn, chipped away at the deficit during the remainder of the run around
the bend, bid with confidence to lead the field into the lane, was almost a sixteenth beyond the sixteenth marker before switched over to a drive,
kicked clear, kept to some urging to the end. TAMARKUZ made it over to the two path after the break, was between rivals stepping onto the turn,
settled in at the top of the lane before called upon for more, advanced towards the winner from between foes for a furlong beginning from the
eighth pole, displayed good energy in the final stages while garnering the place. STALLWALKIN' DUDE sat within range of the front runners
from off the inside down the backstretch, initially under a firm hold, was three to four wide for most of the way on the turn, commenced the stretch
more in the four path than before, held on well down the lane to secure the show. DANNIE'S DECEIVER traded a light bump with READY FOR
RYE three times shortly after the field had been sent off and running, was three wide at the top of the turn and five wide at the top of the lane, closed in
willingly to earn the last major check, although never posing a danger to the top one at any time. CATALINA RED sat pocketed down the
backstretch, slipped off the inside midpoint on the turn and got set down in short order, got sent out into path five from upper to midstretch,
flattened ouit. THE TRUTH OR ELSE rode the rail to the sixteenth pole and made no impact. LIMOUSINE LIBERAL took up position in the two
path, got quided over to the rail shortly after entering the turn, with the leader having gotten out into path two at that juncture, was under a drive by
the five-sixteenths pole, cut the corner and had no rally. SCHIVARELLI pursued the pace four wide on the turn and failed to menace. CHIEF LION
was coaxed along the chute to attain a clear advantage, cut the pace being shadowed by the eventual winner, pulling hard on the left side, got out
into the two path midway on the turn, with the top one following suit by calmly shifting wider himself, was replaced on the lead by that one at the
quarter pole, gave way in the final furlong. READY FOR RYE made contact thrice with DANNIE'S DECEIVER after stumbling at the break, was
three wide and asked for run at the five-sixteenths pole, didn't offer enough and tired.
