GALLANT SON chased outside or off the rail, bid four wide leaving the second turn to take the lead, angled in some into the stretch, kicked
clear under left handed urging, drifted in some and held sway. QUINDICI MAN a step slow to begin, settled outside a rival, came out leaving
the second turn and four wide into the stretch and just got the place three deep on the line. GLOWING PRAISE (GB) saved ground chasing the
pace, split horses into the stretch and again at the wire to save the show. ACCLAMATION had good early speed and dueled off the rail then
inside, took back and stalked off the fence on the backstretch, re-bid three deep between foes leaving the second turn, angled in entering the
stretch and was outfinished. LEASE OF LIFE a bit slow to begin, settled outside a rival then three deep on the backstretch, continued off the
rail on the second turn, angled to the inside in the stretch and improved position. GREAT SIEGE (IRE) three deep early, angled in and chased
inside, came out leaving the second turn, steadied off heels a quarter mile out, came three wide into the stretch and lacked the needed late
kick. DARK ISLANDER (IRE) chased outside a rival, came out on the second turn and five wide into the stretch and could not offer the
necessary response. RED ALERT DAY (GB) pulled his way along to duel outside foes then three deep, battled alongside a rival on the
backstretch and into the second turn, was between foes leaving that turn, dropped back into the stretch and weakened. RUMMYSECRET
WAR also pulled and dueled between horses, angled in and battled inside on the backstretch and second turn, also dropped back into the
stretch and gave way.
