COFFEE CLIQUE took up position in midpack, worked out a tuck into the two path for the start of the run around the full turn, was put to
some encouragement swinging five wide into the lane to attain a pathway home, arrived boldly at the eighth pole as a serious threat, forged her
way to the front with seventy yards remaining, then just staved off the late charge from the runner up to preserve the decision. STRATHNAVER
(GBY) sat well reserved at or near the two path for the opening six furlongs, got taken outward, commencing the stretch being four wide, began
to settle into her best approaching the eighth pole, paused for a jump then altered course slightly more to the outside with a sixteenth to go,
finished with a rush, but missed. SOMALI LEMONADE broke on top and maintained the advantage, took up residence from just off the inside
while setting the splits, set them with another pair parked out in paths two and three making their presence felt, continued along on the same
scenario for six furlongs, drifted three wide into the stretch while getting called upon, yielded inside the sixteenth pole, dug in well enough to
salvage the show. DISCREET MARQ sat forwardly placed in the three path for six furlongs, was asked for run spinning four wide into the
stretch, issued a strong challenge during the ensuing furlong then flattened out. STEPHANIE'S KITTEN lagged in the two path during the
opening stages, came five wide into the stretch, rallied belatedly. WATERWAY RUN took up the chase from the two path, got outfinished.
READY SIGNAL underwent a ground-saving journey, arrived at the quarter pole with a clear alleyway for the asking and launched her rally,
scurried into a strong contending position with an eighth to go, maintained it for a few strides before backing away. BETTER LUCKY stumbled
at the start, travelled three wide on both the chute and the full turn, fanned into the six path heading into the stretch, had no rally. UNLIMITED
BUDGET disputed the pace from between rivals for most of the opening three-quarters before giving way.
