RING WEEKEND angled in and settled outside a rival then off the rail, came out on the second turn and six wide into the stretch and rallied

under urging to gain the lead in deep stretch. SUMMER FRONT also angled in and saved ground on the first turn, came a bit off the rail on the
backstretch, angled out on the second turn, bid four wide into the stretch to gain the lead, inched away and drifted in some in the drive, could not
hold off the winner but was clear for the place. HOME RUN KITTEN between horses early, chased a bit off the rail, came out leaving the second
turn and four wide into the stretch and gained the show late. ZA APPROVAL stalked three deep then outside a rival, went three wide into and on the
second turn and five wide into the stretch and was edged for the show. WINNING PRIZE (ARG) stalked the pace inside, waited some leaving the
second turn, got through along the rail in the stretch and lacked the needed rally. MEGA HEAT angled in and saved ground off the pace, came out
into the stretch and improved position. HOLY LUTE sped to the early lead, set the pace inside, dueled along the rail, fought back into the stretch
and weakened in the final furlong. HAY DUDE (GB) saved ground off the pace, went up inside in the drive, came out for room in deep stretch and
could not offer the necessary late kick. SILENTIO was in a good position chasing the pace outside a rival then off the rail into the stretch and
weakened. DIMENSION (GB) pulled four wide early, stalked outside then bid three deep to duel for the lead to the stretch and also weakened.
MR. COMMONS also pulled some while stalking the early pace, bid between horses on the backstretch and second turn and weakened in the
drive.
