TWILIGHT ECLIPSE attended the pace from the two path while in hand, got set down spinning just off the inside for home, rallied to issue a
challenge through the final furlong, got bumped as WAR DANCER came out slightly under an off sided stick just inside the eighth pole, dug in
gamely to look his defiant rival in the eye knocking heads through the final sixteenth and went by in the last strides to prevail. WAR DANCER in
hand on the pace inside through comfortable splits under the watchful gaze of TWILIGHT ECLIPSE, had that foe issue a challenge at the head of
the stretch and got set down cutting the corner for home, dug in under an off sided stick and came out slightly bumping his threatening foe inside
the eighth pole, clung stubbornly to command digging in through the final sixteenth but was nailed in the last strides while safely clear for the place
honors. HYPER broke through the gate prior to the start, got bumped lightly at the start by IMAGINING who broke out a step, had the leader cross
over in front shortly after and jostled off heels of that foe for position with IMAGINING, bouncing that rival off the fence and pinching him back while
completing the opening quarter, tracked the front inside behind the cover of the leader under rating until roused nearing the quarter pole, cut the
corner into upper stretch in behind WAR DANCER, kept on through the lane for the show. DYNAMIC SKY rated two to three wide near the rear,
came under coaxing with three furlongs remaining, angled out five wide into upper stretch, offered up mild late foot for the last major share.
IMAGINING broke in at the start bumping HYPER, jostled with that foe down along the inside as WAR DANCER crossed to the fence shortly after
the start, was in tight off heels shouldering with HYPER and bounced off the fence in the first quarter before being pinched back to near the rear,
settled just off the inside, raced between foes into the far turn coming under a ride nearing the quarter pole, swung two to three wide at that station
and made no headway. HARDEST CORE delayed the start two to three minutes as he refused to move off the main track while warming up near
the five-sixteenths pole, broke well at the start, raced three wide in range from mid pack, came under a ride five-sixteenths from home, spun four
wide at the top of the stretch and weakened in the drive.
