REVERBERATE rated just off
the pace inside, gave chase into the final turn, came off the rail entering the stretch and finished evenly two deep. PARK AVENUE BALL,
shuffled back early, was kept off the pace toward mid track, started a drive into the final turn but showed no response in the stretch. JERSEY
PEACH kept off the pace just off the rail, eased out for the drive and weakened five wide. WE CAN SEEK (CHI) showed no speed outside.
