PERFECT JERSEY had
no speed, settled to the half, was three wide into the second turn, made a good run while circling five wide to the stretch but could not sustain
the rally and finished evenly. EXCLUDE stalked the pace to the second turn, came three then four wide to the stretch but tired in the drive.
HOPE N PRAY had good speed in the chute but was bobbling while not racing smoothly on the turf course, was well wide to the backstretch,
got overtaken on the second turn and tired.
