STORMELLO stalked the pace outside or off the rail, came three deep into the stretch and rallied under urging to wear down the runner-up
late. PRINCIPLE SECRET sped to the early lead, set the pace inside, dueled along the rail on the backstretch and into the second turn, inched
away again leaving that turn and held on well but was caught late. SPOT THE DIPLOMAT pulled his way between horses early, stalked
outside a rival then bid alongside the runner-up on the backstretch to press the pace, drifted to the inside in the stretch and weakened but held
third. SWISS SKI off a bit slowly, chased three deep then outside a rival, angled in on the second turn, came out a bit in midstretch and lacked
the needed rally. ROMAN COMMANDER also a bit slow to begin, settled outside a rival then a bit off the rail, went outside a foe on the second
turn and was not a threat. MALT MAGIC bumped at the start, pulled early, angled in and chased inside, came out on the second turn and into
the stretch and gave way. HORSE GREELEY bumped at the start, pulled between horses then drifted wide into and on the first turn, chased
outside, moved up a bit on the backstretch and second turn but could not sustain the bid, then was eased in the final furlong. LUCKY
THIRTEEN rank early, stalked inside, dropped back into and on the second turn, gave way and also was eased. SUNSHINE RIDGE stumbled
at the start, chased between foes then outside a rival, dropped back on the backstretch and was eased into the second turn.
