KAIGUN was allowed to settle back off the early pace, continued unhurried while racing couple paths off the inside, picked up the pace three

furlongs out, dug in between rivals at the quarter pole, shifted out five path in upper stretch, kicked in gamely along outside, edged up to the lead,
dueled heads apart nearing the wire, finished willfully and prevailed. WAKE FOREST (GER) was taken back at the start and raced in the back of
the pack, saved ground racing just off the inside running through the backstretch, picked up the pace three furlongs out, slipped through along rail
in the lane, moved up to the lead, dug in gamely along inside of KAIGUN to the wire and was denied in final strides. GRAND TITO raced up close
tight along the rail going by the wire for the first time, shifted out couple paths in run through the backstretch, went in pursuit three furlongs out, took
command, led the way in the final furlong, challenged by late charging rivals and lacked a final kick in reserve. ST. ALBANS BOY settled in off the
pace in early stages, moved up a bit closer just off the top two flights departing the backstretch, hustled up in the turn, came out at the head of the
lane and improved position late. JAY GATSBY settled nicely into stalking position at the midway point, gained momentum under a ride three
furlongs out, split foes within the quarter pole, continued up close just off the inside into the lane, urged for more, could not sustain bid and
gaveway. XAVERIAN stalked the pace racing between rivals in the backstretch, continued within contention racing three deep between rivals
at the quarter pole, raced up close under a drive at the head of the lane then finished evenly and lost position. HELLO DON JULIO was rated along
outside while racing mid-pack, roused midway in the far turn, edged up four deep turning for home, kept along into the drive then gaveway.
O'PRADO OLE pulled strongly in early stages, continued to pull heading into the backstretch, could not move on after the half and retreated.
SEEKING ALPHA set the early pace, continued to lead the way through the backstretch, challenged three furlongs out, could not hold position,
came up empty and puled up in final sixteenth, walked off.
