COMMA TO THE TOP broke out a bit,
sped to the early lead, set a pressured pace inside, fought back on the turn but weakened in the stretch. CAMP VICTORY broke slowly and
awkwardly, chased just off the rail, came out some in the stretch but lacked the needed rally. SECOND CITY angled in and saved ground
stalking the pace, dropped back on the turn, came out into the stretch and gave way.
