RACHEL ALEXANDRA broke to the outside then was quickly straightened, moved up and disputed the pace four wide outside BIG
DRAMA while under a light hold, opened a clear lead in upper stretch, increased her advantage under stout left handed urging in mid stretch
then was fully extended to prevail. MINE THAT BIRD , unhurried early, raced removed from the rail leaving the five eighths pole, moved quickly
to contention leaving the three furlong marker, steadied behind a wall of rivals nearing the quarter pole, swung out seven wide into the lane and
closed gamely to be gaining on the winner.
