SOMETHING EXTRA set the pace early from the inside, stayed on the rail into the turn, opened up a clear advantage in the stretch and held off

the rival in the late stages. CHANNEL MARKER trailed the field early, swung into the six path entering the lane with a drive, rallied late in the stretch
but did not have enough in the final stages. UNDRAFTED was unhurried early along the three path, fanned into the five path in the turn, rallied into
the stretch, made a late bid with a mild gain in the late stages. POWER ALERT (AUS) tracked the pace early three wide, shifted into the three path
in the turn and weakened late in the stretch run. TIGHTEND TOUCHDOWN was back early, shifted into the four path in the turn with some gain in
the stretch drive. ZEE BROS was well placed early, angled off the rail into the turn and empty late in the stretch. GO BLUE OR GO HOME chased
the pace early, was on the inside into the turn and faded late. BERLINO DI TIGER (BRZ) tracked the pace early between horses, angled off the rail
into the turn and was tired in the stretch. CHOCTAW CHUCK was through after a half. AMELIA'S WILD RIDE was done early.
