TOOMUCHINFORMATION came off the rail on the first turn, chased outside a rival, angled out on the second turn and four
wide into the stretch and lacked a rally. CLOSET E broke outward, had speed three deep then angled in and set the pace a bit off the rail,
dueled inside rivals leaving the second turn, came out off the heels of the runner-up in midstretch and weakened. LIFE'S JOURNEY unhurried
and angled in early, saved ground off the pace, came out into the stretch and in upper stretch and failed to menace.
SONGFORJOHNMICHAEL three deep early, chased outside a rival or between foes to the stretch and weakened. HARBAUGH sent inside to
stalk the pace, dropped back on the second turn, came out three wide into the stretch and also weakened. COOLINGTON saved ground
chasing the pace, came out into the stretch and had little left for the drive.
