SHORTBREAD SCOTTY lost her footing at the start and bumped MYPERFECTVALENTINE as she
recovered her footing, set the pace in hand just off the inside tracked early on by SATURDAY NTHE PARK, dueled with that foe from the half
mile pole through the turn, got headed nearing the quarter pole, and steadily weakened in the drive. AMBUSHER three wide throughout in
pursuit of the front within aim, got let out at the five-sixteenths and tired in the stretch. HIDDEN MUSIC rank under rating inside in behind the
front, saved ground throughout fighting the bit until urged from the three-eighths, offered no kick then was eased in the final furlong.
