ESTRECHADA (ARG) was taken up while in tight against the rail midway through the first turn then moved to the two path, settled down the
stretch for the first time, rounded the second turn in the two path, came under urging midway down the backstretch, was put to stronger
encouragement in the two to three path on the far turn, rallied outside into upper stretch, closed strongly to take the advantage from the leading
duo at the furlong marker, inched clear into the final sixteenth and held under strong urging. LOTTIE was taken in hand early, went two then three
wide on the first turn, was reserved off the pace under restraint, saved ground on the second turn, leveled out down the backstretch, was asked
while inside on the far turn, spun into the two path entering the stretch, angled out near the three-sixteenths, chased under a right-handed whip
while on her inside lead, accelerated after switched to the proper lead approaching the sixteenth-pole and closed well but missed.
SUMMERSAULT raced in the two path early on the first turn then dropped to the rail, was well placed on the inside, chased along the rail on the far
turn, moved out while behind horses into the final furlong, climbed over heels while altering course outside those foes in the vicinity of the
sixteenth-pole and finished willingly to just miss the place. APPLE BETTY (IRE) went to the front, rounded the first turn in the two path, set the
pace through quick fractions while towards the inside, was asked late on the final turn, battled with SUFFUSED while under a right-handed whip
in upper stretch, switched to a left-handed whip at the furlong marker and was outfinished. SUFFUSED (GB) went around the first turn in the three
path, stalked the pace on the outside, was asked in the two path on the final turn, came under the whip while on even terms with APPLE BETTY in
upper stretch, battled into the final furlong then weakened. EVIDENTLY was unhurried at the rear while saving ground, came under urging with
three furlongs to run and failed to threaten. GUILTY TWELVE settled on the outside while racing in the two path on the turn, was asked late on the
backstretch, spun three wide into the stretch, moved out near the three-sixteenths and lacked the needed response. (Rail at 9 Feet)
