MISSISSIPPI DELTA three to four wide just off the pace down the backstretch, tucked to the two path half a mile from home, came under
coaxing nearing the quarter pole, spun four wide into upper stretch set down for the drive, rallied into contention a furlong out, collared the seventy
yards from the finish under threat to the outside and held on to prevail from a late surging rival. CONQUEST BABAYAGA allowed to settle just off
the inside at the tail of the field, came under coaxing nearing the quarter pole, angled out to circle outside the field spinning seven to eight wide at
the head of the stretch, offered up a good finish down the center of the course to threaten for it all surging late but missed at the finish.
PORTMAGEE broke out at the start and was corrected before contact could be made with TAKE THESE CHAINS, cut the pace in hand just off the
inside, tucked inside half a mile from home, remained patiently handled safely in front nearing the quarter pole, spun just off the inside into upper
stretch roused for the drive, edged clear under a drive to the eigthth pole, dug in under growing late threat and was caught seventy yards from
home, dug in to just preserve the show at the wire. FAIR POINT just off the inside just off the pace behind the cover of the leader down the
backstretch, came under coaxing five-sixteenths from home, angled three wide into upper stretch, offered up a mild kick and just missed for the
show honors. LADY VALEUR (IRE) just off the inside near the rear, remained patiently handled spinning two to three wide into upper stretch in
behind foes, got roused nearing the eighth pole and kicked on belatedly to close in late while too late to impact the top quartet. OUTSIDER ART
three wide near the rear, got put to encouragement five-sixteenths from home, angled out six wide at the quarter pole, improved position by tired
foes in the stretch. RAPID RHYTHM after an adjustment to the bit behind the gate, tracked the pace just off the inside coming under a ride with
five-sixteenths remaining, went three wide at the head of the stretch and offered no response. TAKE THESE CHAINS (IRE) four then three wide
in the clear in aim of the front, got set down angled five wide at the top of the stretch, weakened in the drive. JOSDESANIMAUX tracked the pace
along the inside coming under coaxing five-sixteenths out, spun just off the inside into upper stretch and weakened. PERFECT PIC three then
two wide in close aim of the front, got coaxed along with five-sixteenths to run, angled five wide for home and shied in four wide straightened away,
tired in the lane.
