OLD HARBOR inside early on, allowed FREUDIE ANNE to clear outside before tipping to the two path midway on the first turn, steadily took

closer order attending that foe down the backstretch in hand, intensified the pressure through the far turn getting on even terms three furlongs
from home, took over command for good spinning just off the inside into upper stretch set down for the drive, drew clear under a drive to prevail.
THE TEA CUPS rated just off the inside in mid pack, came under urging at the five-sixteenths, spun two to three wide for home, offered up a mild
kick to be along safe for the place honors. SELENITE reserved just off the inside near the rear, angled out three wide put to encouragement
nearing the quarter pole, had that culminate in swinging four wide into upper stretch, ran on with a mild kick for the show honors. UNBELIEVABLE
DREAM saved ground near the rear, came under coaxing three furlongs from home and followed the aforementioned foe outwards to the two
path nearing the quarter pole, swung just off the inside for home, offered up a mild bid for the last major share. FREUDIE ANNE away well,
established the front from the two path into the first turn, cleared OLD HARBOR to the inside and tucked to the fence midway, rode the rail into the
backstretch under attendance from OLD HARBOR as that foe steadily took closer order now to the outside, remained in hand showing the way
as the pressure began to intensify from that rival into the far turn, came under coaxing on even terms three furlongs from home, got headed
nearing the quarter pole for good, cut the corner into upper stretch and weakened in the final eighth. CHRYSOLITE forwardly placed three wide
early on in reserve, faded midway on the far turn to the rear and came under urging with five-sixteenths to run, spun just off the inside for home and
came up empty. SAYTHREEHAILMARY'S tracked the pace along the inside, came under encouragement with three furlongs remaining,
swung just off the inside at the quarter pole, tired in the stretch.
