SEA VOW bumped with a rival at the start, disputed the pace on the inside of an opponent, vied near the rail on the turn, came into the stretch in

the two path, shook clear under a drive outside the furlong marker and proved best under strong urging. MAGEEZ was hard ridden towards the
rear, raced in the two path on the turn, gained into the final furlong, came between horses at the sixteenth-pole and finished with good energy to
get the place. ICY GENTLEMAN chased the pace on the outside, went three to four wide on the turn, pursued the winner under a drive in the
stretch and lacked the needed kick then lost the place. JOHN'S LUCK disputed the pace on the outside, vied two to three wide on the turn,
dropped back under a drive in upper stretch and tired. CHATTANOOGAN chased the pace, raced inside on the turn and lacked the needed kick.
G'S JOSH broke a half-step slow, was urged along in the back half of the field, went three wide on the turn, swung six wide into the stretch and failed
to rally. ZACKAROONEY settled off the pace, came under urging while three wide on the turn, shifted five wide approaching the quarter-pole
and lacked the needed response. MASTERLY bumped with an opponent at the start, was coaxed along while off the pace, raced inside on the
turn and came up empty. DAVID'S APPROVAL chased the pace, raced in the two path on the turn and capitulated. OUR RAPIDASH was urged
along towards the back, went three wide on the turn and was no factor. KRAFTY BOY was ridden along on the far outside, went five wide on the
turn and also was no factor. ESTE ES was urged along while off the pace, went four wide on the turn and had nothing left. BIBLICAL STRENGTH
had his stall door open just a moment later then the rest of the field and hit the front of the gate, broke a half-step slow then lost action early, raced
near the rail on the turn, was taken up just after turning into the stretch and never reached contention. BAYOU BANKER broke down near the
five-eighths pole and was pulled up then vanned off.
