STAYS IN VEGAS tugged some and stalked inside, came out into the stretch, bid outside the pacesetter in midstretch, took a short lead while

drifting in slightly under right handed urging a sixteenth out and pulled clear late. LUCKY FOLIE sped to the early lead and angled in, set the pace
inside, came off the rail into the stretch, fought back in midstretch, drifted in a sixteenth out and steadied, then could not match the winner late.
MIRAGE (IRE) saved ground chasing the pace, moved up inside into the stretch, loomed behind the top pair in midstretch, steadied sharply off
heels a sixteenth out and just held third. OPTIMISM AND HOPE (IRE) broke a bit slowly, angled in and settled off the rail then toward the inside on
the backstretch, came out on the second turn and four wide into the stretch and finished with interest. DO THE DANCE saved ground off the pace,
came a bit off the rail on the second turn then angled back in for the stretch and lacked the needed rally. JAKABY JADE (GB) between foes earlyt,
settled a bit off the rail, came out on the second turn and three deep into the stretch, split rivals in midstretch and could not summon the necessary
late response. ONE LAST SHOT angled in and stalked outside a rival, came out into the stretch and weakened. AGUACATE chased between
horses then outside a rival, came out leaving the second turn and four wide into the stretch and did not rally. IMFLATOUTSWEET pulled between
horses then stalked three deep to the stretch, was in a bit tight between foes in midstretch and weakened. SOONER TIME was in a good position
stalking the pace between horses to the stretch and also weakened. ONE TRUE KISS four wide on the first turn, dropped back outside then off the
rail, fell back again on the second turn and gave way. Following a stewards' inquiry, LUCKY FOLIE was disqualified and placed third for
interference in deep stretch.
